Reading Strategy: Open-Ended Questions

Open-ended questions require

more than one-word answers.

This is a great strategy for

children to practice speaking

in longer sentences and using

new words.



Help your child trace their hand and cut
out this tracing. Repeat 5-10 times.
Have your child gather 3-5 objects around
the house. Guess how many hands long
they are. 
Now lay out all your hand tracings in a
line, and compare your guesses with your
tracings. Were your estimates close?
Have fun! 

This at-home extension activity helps engage
your child with the story beyond the text. 

Materials: pencil, paper, scissors

HOW MANY HANDS LONG?

What lengths are being compared on
each page?

These open-ended questions engage your
child with the reading strategy. 
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
